Michail lvanoviiGlinka (1803-1857)je povaiovän za zakladatele ruskd kompoziiniikoly. Piedev5imjeho opernf
dila, kombinujici originälnim zpüsobem italskf a francouzskf styl s vlastnim rukopisem, jsou milniky ruskd operni
literatury. Vedle livota zo caro je to piedeviim ßuslon o ludmilo, opera podle Puikinovy epick€ stejnojmennd

bäsnö. Vznikala v lete(h 1837 aZ 1842 a püvodnö möl jeji libreto napsat näslednö tragicky zesnuli spisovatel.

Nasvdm Koncertuprovioluaorchestrzatalmadhrskf skladatelBdlaBaftök(1881-1945)pracovatnaripln6m
sklonku svdho iivota. Dilo bylo zamfileno pro skotskdho violistu Williama Primrose, kterf sijej u nöj objednal

s pokynem, aby se Bartök neohläel na technickd moinosti nästroje. Ve $ejn6 dobö probihala tdi präce naTietim

klovfrnim koncertu, na rozdil od nöj viak violovf koncert züstal pouze jako skica, z nü se dochovalo jen nökolik

kusfch informaci o instrumentaci. Prvni edici tak piipravil Tibor Serly a v prüböhu let vzniklo nökolik dalikh.
Premidry se dilo doikalo roku 1949 s dedikantem jako sölistou, hrävä se viak rovnöZ ve verzi pro violoncello.

Carl Reinecke (1824-1910) je dnes pies svd nemald dilo nepiilii znämfm skladatelem. Skladba oviem nebyla

jedinfm oborem, jemui se vönoval - zaöinal jako klavirista a uiitel klaviru, rovnöi vyuioval teorii a dirigoval.

Stal se uiitelem a po ityiiceti letech i ieditelem konzervatoie v Lipsku, z nä vybudoval velmi uznävanou hudebni

instituci. Byl takd dirigentem tamniho Gewandhausu, kde po jeho odchodu pievzal taktovku legendärni dirigent
futhur Nikisch. Reinecke byl pomörnö konzervativnl velmi uznäval klasicistni skladatele, ale rovnöi se zajimal

o hudbu difyöjikh epoch (napi. Bacha a Palestriny). Vönoval se hudebni teorii, psani esejü, malbö i bäsnictvf.

Zjeho dila jmenujme tii symfonie, ityii klavirni koncerty, harfovf, houslovf a violoncellovf koncert ii fl€tnovou

sonätu Undine. Naopakjeho opery zcela zapadly. Koncertproflätnu aorchestr Ddurvznikl roku 1 908 na sklonku

skladatelova iivota jakojeh0 poslednfsdlovi koncert. Zachovävä tradiinitilvötou strukturu a na dobu svdho vzniku
je aZ nezvykle konzervativni. Stopy klasicismu, herd zaialy bft zietelnrä u nastoupiviich neoklasikü, viak nenese.

Synfonie i" 8 F dur ludwiga van Beethovena (1770-1827) je v koncertnich sinich mezi deviti skladatelovfmi

symfoniemi jednou z töch vzäcnöji provozovanfch. 0proti piedchozim tiem symfoniim, smöiujkim bohatiim

zvukem a Siriimi plochami postupnö k romantismu, piedstavuje jasnf kontrast a nävrat ke klaskkfm fomäm
a postupüm. Tomu napovidä jeji instrumentace v podobö dvojic diev bez piibuznfch nästrojü, pouhfch dvou horen

ii absence trombonü (pifitomnfch jiä v pätd a iestd symfonii) i jeji mdnö nei pülhodinovä ddlka. Dilo vznikalo

böhem roku 1 81 2, mj. böhem Beethovenova pobytu v Teplicich, kde se setkal s Johannem Wolfgangem Goethem

a rovnöä odtud nökolikrät zavital do Karlovlich Varü.

Mladf violista Aleksandr latailnov (*1994) absolvoval Moskevskou stätni konzervatoi. Ütastnil se mnoha

mistrovskfch kurzü po celd Evropö. Jako sdlista vystupoval se Symfonickfm orchestrem Novdho Ruska, Komornfm

souborem Moskevskfch sölistü, Ruskfm närodnim orchestrem, Komomim orchestrem Moskevsk€ konzervatoie,

Komornim orchestrem Böloruskd republiky a Symfonkkfm orchestrem Slovenskdho rozhlasu. Jeho repertoär

sahä od hudby J. 5. Bacha a G. P Telemanna ai po dila souiasnfch skladatelü, napiiklad Roxany Panufnik, Gartha

Knoxe, Atsuhiko Gondai a dalikh.0d roku 2019je Aleksandr hräiem orchestru,,musicAeterna" pod vedenim
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Teodora Cunentzise. V roce 2021 Aleksandr nastoupil na Züricher Hohschule der Künste (Curych, Svicarsko), kde

studuje violu ve tiidö Lawrence Powera a baroknf housle u Moniky Baer. Aleksandr Tatarinov je vitözem nökolika
prestiinich mezinärodnich soutöii.

Yen'Chi Chen (*'1996) ziskala bakaläiskf titul na Taipei National University umöni (Tchaiwan). V roce 2021

ukontila magisterskd studium na Züricher Hochschule der Künste, nyni pokraiuje ve studiu na tdto Skole v oboru
sdlovä fl€tna studuje u Marie Goldschmidt-Pahn a pikolu u Pamely Stahel. Absolvovala mnoho mistrovskfch
kurzü (u Petera Lucase Grafa, Pahuda Emmanuela, 56bastiana Jacoa! Ransoma Wilsona a dalikh). Yen-fti byla
hostujici ilenkou Taipei Symphony 0rchestra pod vedenim dirigentü Gilberta Vargy a Roberta Trevina, vystupovala
s pianistou Fazilem Sayem nebo violoncellistou Pablem Fenändem. Byla tlenkou souboru Youth Music Culture
Guangdong, se kterfm absolvovala turnd po Asii s dirigentem Michaelem Sternem a violoncellistou Yo-Yo Ma.

Marc Kissoczy se narodil v roce 1961 v Kanadö madhrsko-Svfcarskfm rodiiüm, studoval hru na housle a dirigovänf
na hudebnfch akademiich v Curychu, Basileji a Bernu (Svfcarsko). Na Piene Monteux School v Maine v U5A dokontil
studium dirigovänI zlskal nökolik närodnich i mezinärodnich cen, mimojin6 i na prestiänisoutöii,,ErnestAnsermet"

v Zenevö (1994), kde se v näsledujkkh letech $al prezidentem poroty. DalSi studium ho zavedlo do Tanglewood
Music Centre, k Sergiu (elibidacheovi, Pienu Boulezovi a dal5im.0d roku 1996 püsobi na fakultö Musikhochschule
(Hudebni akademie) na Univerzitö umöni v Curychu a od roku 2005 jako profesor orchesträlniho dirigovänl
umöleckf ieditel a hlavni dirigent Camerata Zurich. Kritici opakovanö oceftujijeho mimoiädnou muzikälnost
a citlivost vfraznost a precizni dirigentskou techniku. 0d roku 2011 takd vede kurz dirigoväni na Conservatorio
della Svizera ltaliana. Marc Kissoczy dirigoval mnoho traditnich a prestiinich Novoroinich koncertü s Aargauskim

symfonickfm orchestrem a dosähl znaöndho rispöchu dirigovänim oper, operet, popovfch a dötskich koncertü,
filmovfch soundtrackü a soudobd hudby orchestrü ve Francii, Nömecku,Svfcarsku, Portugalsku, 5panölsku, ltälii,
Finsku, Brazilii, Tchaj-wanu a dalSkh zemich. Vedl mnoho premi6r a jeho koncerty jsou vysiläny na rozhlasovich

a televiznfch stanicich v Evropö, Asii a Jiinf Americe.

Mikhail lvanovich Glinka (1 803-1 857) is considered to be the founder of the Russian school of composition.
Mainly due to his opera works that combine ltalian and French styles with his signature are the milestones of
opera literature. ln addition t0life UndertheTsor) ßuslon ond ludnila is the primary example of his opera work
based on Pushkin's epic poem ofthe same name. ltwas created between 1837-1842. The libretto forthe opera

was originally written by the writer himsel[ who unfortunately died tragically.

Hungarian composer Bdla Baftök(1881-1945) began to compose his (oncerfo forVioloondürcherfraatthe
very end of his life while suffedng from leukemia and it was one of the last pieces he composed. lt was intended

t
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for the Scottish violi$ William Primrose, who commissioned it from him with the instruction to forget about the
instrument's technical limitations. At the same time, Bartdk was working onhis Piono Concerto l/0. 3 but unlike

that, the (oncerfo for Viola remained only as a sketch. The first edition was prepared by Tibor Serly, over the years,

several others were created. The work premiered in 1949 with the dedicator as a soloist. The Concertofor Violo and

orchestro can be also played with violoncello instead.

(arl Reinecke (1824-1910) is not a very well-known composer today, despite his considerable body of
compositions. The composition was not the only field he devoted himself to. He started as a pianist and piano

teacher, he taught theory and conducted. Reinecke became a teacher and, after forty years, a director of the
conservatory in Leipzig, from which he built a highly respected musical institution. He was also the conductor of
the local Gewandhaus, where the legendary conductor Arthur Nikisch took over after he left. Reinecke was quite
conservative, highly appreciative of classical composers, as well as interested in the music of earlier eras (e.9. Bach

and Palestrina). He devoted himselfto music theory, essay writing, painting, and poetry. His works include three

symphonies, four piano concertos, a harp, violin, and cello concertq and the flute sonata Undine. Reinecke wrote
lheConcertoforFluteand0rchestroin Dnajorin 1908 atthe end of his life as his lastsolo concerto. lt preserves

the traditional three-movement stlucture and is unusually conservative for the time of its creation. However, it
does not bear the üaces of classicism, which began to be evident in the emerging neoclassicists.

Symphony No. 8 in F major by ludwig van Beethoven (1770-1827) is out of his nine symphonies one of the
least frequently performed in concen halls. Compared to the previous three symphonies, which gradually moved

towards romanticism with a richer sound and wider areas, it represents a clear contrast and a return to classical

forms and procedures. This is indicated by its instrumentation in the form of pairs of woodwinds without related

instruments, only two horns, or the absence oftrombones (already present in the fifth and sixth symphonies). lts

length is less than half an hour. Beethoven wrote it during the year 1812 while visiting Teplice. He met Johann

Wolfgang Goethe and visited KarlovyVary severaltimes.

Young violinist Alekandr Tatarinov (*1994) graduated from the Moscow State Tchaikovsky Conservatory (Prof.

Roman Balashov and Prof. Yuri Bashmet) and participated in various masterclasses. His repertoire ranges from
music by J. 5. Bach and G. P Telemann to works by contemporary composers such as Roxana Panufnik, Garth Knox,

Atsuhiko Gondai, etc. Since 2019 Aleksandr has been a musician ofthe orchestra,,musicAeterna" conducted by

Teodor Cunentzis. ln 2021, Aleksandr started t0 study at the Züricher Hohschule der Künste in the class of Lawrence

Power (Viola) and Monika Baer (Baroque violin). He is the winner of several prestigi0us international competitions,

including the lnternational Savshinsky Competition in 5t. Petersburg (2016,1st Prize), the lnternational Music

Competition in Stockholm (2017,3rd Prize), the lnternationalViola Competition,,Viola Masters" ofYuri Bashmet in

Moscow (2018, 2nd Prize), "Vienna 0assic Strings" in the Austrian capital (2019, 3rd prize); RAHN-competition in

Zürich (2022, 3rd prize).

Yen-Chi Chen (*1996) received her bachelor's degree at the Taipei National Univenity of Art (Tchaj-wan). ln

2021 she obtained a Master of Arts in Music Performance from the Zurich University of the Arts (5witzerland),
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where she is now studying Flute Solo Performance with Maria Goldschmidt-Pahn and Piccolo specialization with

Pamela Stahel.5he attended many masterclasses.Yen-Chi wasthe selected guest musician oftheTaipei Symphony

0rchestra, where she perfomed under the conductor's Gilbert Varga, and Robert Trevino, and with Pianist Fazil

Say and Violoncellist Pablo Fenände. She was also a selected member ofYouth Music (ulture Guangdong and

peformed on the Asia tour with the conductor Michael Stern and Cellist Yo-Yo Ma.

Marc Kissöczy was born in 1961 in (anada to Hungarian-Swiss parents, studied violin and conducting at the

Music Academies ofZurich, Basel, and Berne (Switzerland), and graduated with the highest honors. At the Piene

Monteux School in Maine, USA, he completed his $udies in conducting and won thereafter several national and

international prizes, among them atthe prestigious'Ernest Ansermet'Competition in Geneva (1994) where he was

a standing memberand also presidentofthejury inthefollowing years. Furtherstudiestook him totheTanglewood

Music Centre, to Sergiu Celibidache, Piene Boulez, and others. Since 1996 he is on the Musikhochschule (Music

Academy) faculty at the University ofthe Arts in Zurich; since 2005 as a professor of orchestral conducting and

is Artistic Director and Principal Conductor of the Camerata Zurich. Since 201 t he has also led a conducting class

at the Conseruatorio Della Svizera ltaliana. Mr. Kissöczy has enjoyed great success on the concert stage as well.

He has conducted the Zurich Tonhalle and Zurcher Kammerorchester, the Basel and Berne Symphony Orchestras,

the 0rchestre de la Suisse Romande, the Orchestre National de Lyon, 0rchestre Philharmonique de Monte-Carlq

Nuremberg Symphony 0rchestra, 0rchester des Saarlaendischen Rundfunks, Slovenian Philharmonic Orchestra,

Cairo 5ymphony 0rchestn,Tampere Philharmonic,0rquestra Municipaldo Sao PaulqTaipeiSinfonietta, Ensemble

lntercontemporain Paris and many other orchestras in France, Germany, Switzerland, Portugal, Spain, ltaly,

Finland, Brazil, Taiwan, and other countries.
