Heavily influenced by surrealism and abstract expressionism, I 
enjoy exploring the subconscious, unearthing what we can only feel, 
to compose art that is not afraid to face the troubling parts of the 
human psyche and trying to shake up the norms and expectations 
of the viewer.

Using the art of storytelling, I translate mediums, cultures, and 
universes, unleash my inner imaginations with playfulness and 
curiosity, and invite the viewer to step into my world, to find their 
connection to the work.

As a firm believer in the power of art to transform lives, as it did for 
me, I believe that art should be accessible to everyone, and excited 
about making my work available to as many people as possible.
